Dear Pre-AP Students and Parents,
Well done!  You have chosen to take a more challenging class!  The basic difference between Pre-AP/AP English classes and “regular” English classes is the linking of form to meaning.  Students have been taught the form—historical background of literature, themes, tone, character development, conflict, and other elements of literature—but often did not learn to connect the language—the way the words work together on the page—with meaning.  This connection—this linking—must become clear to sophomore students in the next year if they are to excel not only on AP exams but also in college classes.  
Students enrolled in the Pre-AP World Literature lit./comp. class will read an additional book of recognized literary merit in an effort to prepare for the rigor and content of the Advanced Placement English classes offered in the 11th and 12th grades.  With this in mind, the texts for this year’s Pre-AP summer reading assignment have been chosen to help students develop this connection.  
*****It should be understood that the vocabulary, content, and sometimes themes of these books are of a more challenging and/or mature nature than those books usually assigned to students in classes other than Pre-AP and AP.
YOUR ASSIGNMENT: Be prepared for an assessment and discussions over your novel when you return to school in August.  This test will count as one test grade for the first 9 weeks grading period in Pre-AP World Lit./Comp.  These books may be purchased at local, they may be ordered online, or they may be borrowed from the local library.
